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A WALK THROUGH THE GARDEN

Now that the spring bloom is over, the garden is
readying itself for the next big flush of sights and
smells.

Earlier this year we planted a mass of Lilies (Lilium
regale, Lilium 'White Star Gazer' and Lilium 'Casa
Blanca) near the entrance to the nursery. There
was already severa of the heavily scented Marco
Polo lilies close by. All of these are now beginning
to bloom, not only adding a great swath of colour
but also filling the area with their wonderful
fragrance.

Another scent to try out is the Jasmines at the house
and cottage. The Common jasmine (Jasminum
officinale) at the cottage and above the old dining
room window at the main house, along with the
Star jasmine (Trachelospermum jasminoides) on
the arbour at the west end of the main house are &
real delight to smell.

SNIPPETS

For just great flowers, sit on the bench in the middle
of the Rhododendron grove and look at the tall spikes
of yellow off of the Ligularia (Ligularia przwalskii)
in front of you. Next check out the delicate yellow of
the Primula florindae to your |eft.

Two other areas to look at this at this time are the cut
flower garden and the Hosta bed besides the croquet
lawn. The Hosta have filled out this year forming a
great display while the cut flower garden is getting
ready to explode with a variety of colours.

Come and enjoy the great assortment of summer
flowers.

In April, Milner Gardens and Woodland started up a propagation group. This group has been madly cutting plants
into tiny pieces to, of course, make more plants. It has been great fun and | look forward to the time | get to spend
with these volunteers. Our successes have been incredible with ailmost al our cuttings taking root. Hooray!

Late spring/early summer is the best time to get out there and try your hand at propagation. At this time of year
you'll most often run into softwood or greenwood on plants. Here's a quick explanation for each type of cutting.

Softwood cuttings: These are cuttings taken from the first flush of new growth in spring. It iseasier to handle
these types of cuttings with an automatic misting system as they are prone to wilting quickly due to their rapid
water lose. The leaves of these cuttings are also easily damaged exposing the cutting to possible disease.

Greenwood cuttings. The stems of these cuttings are still young but have begun to firm up. These cuttings
still root fairly easily. They aren't as prone to wilting as softwood cuttings.

Semi-ripe cuttings: These cuttings are firmer and the buds have developed. Often, side cuttings are taken with
aheel, or piece of bark, from the main shoot in order to aid rooting.

Hardwood cuttings: These cuttings are done on dormant wood during the winter months. They are much
slower to root but don't require the same constant care as they don't dry out as easily.

The name “Camellia Tea Room” was
chosen as this reflects the fact that the house is patterned after a Ceylonese
tea plantation house. The Latin or botanica name for tea is Camellia
sinensis or commonly known as the tea or camellia plant. The Tea Room is
situated in the main living room and the adjoining study with breathtaking
views of the gardens and the Strait of Georgia. Small round tables are
dressed in flowered tablecloths and set with bone china donated by
members and friends from all over. Fresh flowers decorate each table and
visitors have a choice of teas as well as coffee or juice, and a plate of
sweets complemented by jam made from fruit grown on the property. The
hostesses, severs and kitchen workers are amazingly efficient, hardworking
and gracious and are all volunteers. It is obvious that they enjoy working to
make a visit to the Tea Room enjoyable.
