VIU Homestay: Practice your English 
and learn about Canadian culture as 
a member of a Canadian family. You 
will be matched with a host family 
who has been carefully selected by 
program sta�  to ensure that you live 
in a safe, comfortable and welcoming 
home. A private, furnished room is 
provided with three meals per day. One 
or two students are placed per home 
depending on availability. To guarantee 
homestay placement, submit your 
pro� le 8 weeks before your program 
start date.

On-Campus Residence: Live on 
campus and enjoy the spectacular 
VIU view every day.
